Organic farming is the core of Ramme Gaard. The farm has been run ecologically since 1986 
and produces milk, meat, eggs, fruit and vegetables. Wine production is at an initial stage. The 
farm keeps several rare animal breeds, and allows visitors to see the animals on a network of 
visitor paths. The farm works closely with the Norwegian University of Life Sciences in Ås and 
with the national organic producer organization OIKOS. Ramme Gaard initiated the Follo-Taste 
project that develops and markets locally produced organic food.
